SUBJECT:
COVID SCREENING


1.0    Policy
Ongwanada requires that all staff and visitors entering any of its locations perform a COVID-19 screening questionnaire as modified from time-to-time
2.0    Background
COVID-19 screening is in place to identify individuals exhibiting symptoms indicative of COVID 19 infection, individuals who have been exposed to COVID-positive cases or individuals who have been in an environment with a possible exposure to COVID-19
3.0    Eligibility
The COVID screening questionnaire must be performed by:

· All Ongwanada staff on a daily basis when entering an Ongwanada location
· All visitors, including tradespeople, clinicians or others entering an Ongwanada building.

4.0   Procedure
1.1.1 A COVID-19 questionnaire, based on questions determined by the Ministry of Health and updated from time-to-time is provided to all staff and visitors to Ongwanada buildings in paper form or via a QR code.
1.1.2 Staff are required to conduct the questionnaire daily at their starting location; if they move from site-to-site they are not required to conduct the questionnaire at each location

1.1.3 Staff and visitors are required to honestly respond to all questions in the questionnaire.
1.1.4 If responses to the questions result in the individual being flagged not to proceed, they must not enter the building and follow instructions provided
1.1.5 If a staff member is flagged not to proceed, they must report this fact to their Supervisor and Occupational Health, who will provide further instruction

  Results recording and reporting
· COVID-19 questionnaire compliance is reviewed by Direct Supervisors

· Staff who do not conduct the COVD-19 screening questionnaire regularly may be subject to disciplinary measures
